Rules
1. Tenants will:
· Keep the plot clean, in a good state of cultivation and fertility and in good condition.

· Not cause any nuisance or annoyance to other tenants or obstruct any path set out for the use of the tenants.

· Not underlet assign or part with possession of the plot or any part of it.

· Not without the written consent cut or prune any timber or other trees or take, sell or carry away any mineral gravel, sand or clay.

· Not plant any trees (except soft fruit bushes) or hedge or erect any boundary fence on the plot.

· Keep grass verges to the plot properly cut and trimmed and keep all ditches properly cleansed.

· Not without written consent erect any building or shed on the plot.

· Not keep any animals, livestock or poultry on the plot.

· Not connect a hose to any water supply provided.

2. Payment of rent

The rent of a plot shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing, will be paid yearly in advance.

3. Power to inspect allotment plots

Inspection of an allotment plot can be held at anytime without prior notice.
4. Termination of a tenancy of an allotment plot

The tenancy of an allotment plot shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing, terminate on the next yearly rent day after receipt of notice in writing or the death of a tenant. It shall also terminate whenever the tenancy or right of occupation terminates.

Termination maybe given after one month's notice:

· If the rent is in arrears for not less than 14 days or

· If the tenant is not duly observing the rules and general conditions of the tenancy.

Tenancy maybe terminated by twelve months notice in writing.

5. Service of notice

Any notice may be served on a tenant either personally or by leaving it as his last known place of abode or by registered letter addressed to him there or by fixing the same in some conspicuous manner on the allotment plot.
